FACULTY  Our knowledgeable and dedicated faculty are willing to offer academic, personal, 
and spiritual guidance to our students before, during, and after school. 
 
CLASS SIZE  With a student-to-teacher ratio of 13:1 and an average class size of 17, students 
receive individual instruction, guidance and assistance.  
 
STUDY HALL  Our daily schedule includes a school-wide study hall.  Following ten minutes 
of silent reading, students may receive assistance from teachers and peer tutors, attend  
meetings, or complete assignments. 
 

PREPARATION FOR COLLEGE  Our College Placement Director provides information and workshops related to the college 
placement process, including preparing for the ACT and SAT, searching for and applying to colleges, applying for scholarships 
and financial aid, and NCAA eligibility. 
 
COLLEGE CREDIT HOURS  Through our courses, students earned 2,289 hours of college credit during the 2015-2016 school year.
